Appellant:

The Halton Region Federation of Agriculture (HRFA) represents bona fide farmers in the Region of
Halton and has been active on behalf of these farmers in the ROPA 38 process. However as the HRFA is

not an incorporated body, this appeal is lodged by a group of individuals named; James Fisher, Lieven
Gevaert, John Opsteen, Norm Richardson, and Peter Lambrick, all of whom reside in the Region of
Halton.
