Census release #6a – Ethnocultural and religious diversity
The South Asian population in Halton has recently increased by 62% from 2016, to represent 14% of Halton’s population in 2021. 
During that time period, the Chinese population increased by 60% (representing 5% of Halton’s population in 2021) and the Arab 
community increased by 75% (representing 4% of Halton’s population in 2021).

Definitions: Visible minority refers to whether a person is a visible minority or not as defined by the Employment Equity Act. The Employment 
Equity Act defines visible minorities as "persons other than Aboriginal peoples who are non-Caucasian in race or non-white in colour". Ethnic or 
cultural origin refers to the ethnic or cultural origins of the person's ancestors. Ancestors may have Indigenous origins, origins that refer to different 
countries or other origins that may not refer to different countries. A person may report more than one ethnic or cultural origin in the Census. The 
ethnic groups selected are the most frequently reported at the Canada level.
